Entrance Requirements FAQs
Q:
Are applicants expected to have a minimum UAI or is completion of the HSC sufficient?

A:
Completion of HSC is sufficient
Q:
What is required from applicants to demonstrate a strong computing background?

A:
Applicants who need to demonstrate a strong computing background should provide a reference (from employer/parent/teacher), detailing;

· Their experience with computers for more than 2 years either at work/school/home (ie setting up a network, maintaining a computer lab, writing code for a game etc)

· Computer studies at school
· Their particular computer interests / pass times (ie hosting LAN parties, membership to online communities etc)
Applications can also provide an “expression of interest” letter themselves outlining their computer interests and why they wish to undertake a career in computing.

Q:
Will applicants wanting to enter the IT Industry but with limited IT experience/prior interest be admitted?

A:
This degree is designed for those that have a strong interest in computers and are passionate about working in the IT industry.  However, if students are highly motivated and willing to work hard, it may be feasible for them to complete the degree.  Applicants will need to provide an “expression of interest” letter outlining their interest in working in the IT Industry.

Q:
How much work experience is required for admission?

A:
For students relying exclusively on work experience for admission, 2 years work experience is required

Q:
Is partial completion of a degree sufficient for entry, and if so what is the minimum number of subjects required for admission?  Can the subjects be in any discipline area?

A:
If a student has completed 2 subjects in an IT degree that is sufficient for entry. Entry upon partial completion of a non-computing degree will be at the discretion of the course coordinator, and may depend on other evidence provided by the student (e.g. documenting their computing background and their interest in computing).

Q:
Is completion of an Industry Certification a criterion for entrance into the Degree?
A:
Yes, completion of a certification with any of the Vendors below will be taken into account when assessing your application.

A:
